TREASURE YOUR WOODEN BOAT

There is a lot of interest in wooden boats these days, as can be seen by the number of wooden boat festivals held
around the country. Wooden boat enthusiasts will tell you that with a little care and maintenance a wooden boat
can last for years, but when not looked after or abused, they can quickly sink to the stage of being unrepairable, or
even sink!

MYC has been looking after a nice old wooden boat for years, but this year, she has suffered some damage that
could have resulted in her early demise. The timbers in Carlyle were damaged by being driven with the anchor down,
as can clearly be seen by the holes on her topsides and below the waterline. Two of the holes under the waterline
were nearly through the planks, which would have sunk Carlyle. If she was left unrepaired, worms get into the
timbers and before you know it, the timbers are all eaten away and then the boat is beyond repair.

With some expert shipwright assistance, the holes below
the waterline have been repaired, and a new coat of
antifoul applied.

Carlyle is an MYC treasure and needs to be treated with care by everyone who uses her.

The rules for use of Carlyle are important to ensure her timbers are not damaged. The key ones are:

1. Carlyle must never be taken to the MYC pontoon or jetty

2. Never motor off with the anchor down or dangling. Always check the anchor is on the deck prior to putting the
motor into gear. Even if moving a few metres, the anchor must always be fully up on the bow roller prior to
moving the boat.

The proper use of Carlyle and all MYC support boats is explained in the online course “How to operate MYC support
boats”. This course must be completed by everyone who uses the MYC boats, including all the old salts and all
assistants.

Carlyle is ready for another season, so let’s all look after her so she can continue to start
our races in Manly Cove. And remember, Carlyle should never be underway until the
anchor is properly stowed in the bow roller.

The Auditors will be in attendance at both venues
from 9 am so please try to have your boat at either
venue early with all safety gear available and laid
out so that it can be inspected easily and without
delay. No times will be reserved for the inspections
but boats will be checked in order and time of
attendance at each venue.

This year there are no major changes to the Blue
Book but to be sure check with www.nsw.yachting.
org.au. Make sure all the gear is in good condition
and particularly fire extinguishers, inflatable life
jackets and first aid kit have been checked and
everything is “in date”.

Appropriate category audit forms can be downloaded
from the NSW Yachting website (address above) or
may be available from the MYC office at some stage.
Two copies of the relevant form are required to be filled
in and returned to the MYC office by, 30th August,
one week before the audits are to be carried out.

Please check off your forms thoroughly making
sure all the equipment conforms. A compliance
certificate cannot be issued unless all sections of the
appropriate audit forms are completed and comply.

Should you have any queries regarding the audit
such as equipment or fittings please ensure you
contact one of the auditors well before the audit day
so that there is no confusion on that day..

On Tuesday, September 9th, evening, at MYC
there will be a RMS/Club Skippers Safety Briefing
given and all skippers and responsible crew
are required to attend.

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EVENTS OF NOTE
THE WOMEN’S CHALLENGE

The 1993/94 Summer Season saw the emergence of triumphant women.
Between them Pam Davis and Ivana McAlpine (now Gattegno) cleaned up
most of the prizes. Pam’s Soling “The Sting” taking out the five-race summer
series and the Bob Green trophy. Ivana’s Soling “Toy Boy” winning the Club
Championship for keel boats, the overall point score trophy and the autumn
point score.

That year Pam’s boat came third in the Soling State Titles which were hosted
by MYC and Toy Boy, which had the same point score as the Sting, was
relegated to fourth place on a count back.

The girls were so flushed with success they persuaded the Club to hold
a female skippers’ race during the 1994/95 season which took place on
6 November 1994. That race sponsored by Cristal D’Arques began with
a cocktail party the night before and it marked the beginning of the MYC
Women’s Challenge. All the elegant glass prizes were donated by Cristal
D’Arques.

Ivana McAlpine had been the driving force and the Challenge became
her baby and it grew to become a major event on Sydney Harbour.
A perpetual one design trophy was established for the largest one design fleet
and the first event was contested in Solings. In 2005, the 10th anniversary of
Cristal D’Arque sponsorship, Sailability entered a fleet of Access dinghies
and there were forty six yachts in total. By 2010 the fleet had grown to 54
and included Ynglings from the Royal Sydney Yacht Squadron with five
Olympians amongst the crews.

Over the years sponsors have included:
Cristal D’Arque, Mikasa, Musto Sturrock and Helly Hansen.

THE LYME TARTS 2003
Such was the enthusiasm for the Women’s Challenge that a crew of four
MYC women, calling themselves the Lime Tarts, embarked on a serious
training routine. Sailing under the banner of Penguinsail (MYC’s original
Sailing School) they accepted a challenge from the Simply Sailing School
at the Spit. Each school fielded two Swarbrick 80s. The Mosman “fat cat”
yachts were appropriately named Chocolate Eclair and Excess whereas
the Manly boats displayed much more cultural sophistication with Aida and
Madam Butterfly.

History reveals that the LIME TARTS
were narrowly beaten but they
did have a very good time.
