As we sail into the tail end of the summer racing, it's time to catch up on the latest happenings and 

exciting developments within our club community.  Here's a roundup of recent updates and 
upcoming events:  
 

1. ENGAGING FORUMS: GATHERING MEMBER FEEDBACK  
 

Over the past month, we've had the pleasure of hosting both a Skippers forum and a Laser forum.  
These gatherings provided a platform for our valued members to share their insights, concerns,
