COMMODORE'S REPORT

Our new Marks have been in use for a few weeks now and have now had new
tackle added to them to make them more versatile. They can be used both in
deep part of the sound and in Manly cove. The new tackle makes it a lot easier

to deploy and manage.

A special thanks again to Clair Rowlands who paid for the marks and Peter
Grayson for supplying the new tackle with mix and match warp lengths and new

stainless-steel chain.

The training course: SAFE SAILING TACTICS: RACING FAST, SMART, AND SAFELY,
Was well attended with about 40 people attending either in person or online.

The course prepared by Greg Wilkins was very well received.

Whilst sailing is generally considered a safe sport, the course came about after

a collision between two MYC yachts which caused significant damage and injury.

Unfortunately, there was another collision (not an MYC event) between two yachts in a twilight race
down the harbour last Friday. This resulted in severe crush injuries to the chest of a man resulting in
his death. I know no more than that at this time. The police are preparing a report for the coroner.

I encourage everyone (Skippers and Crew) to watch it.

A reminder to all that it is a requirement that if you sail with sail
numbers which do not match your entry form and you do NOT tell
the Race Committee (RC) you could find yourself being protested by
the RC with a view to being disqualified from the race. Or, because
you are not on the list, the RC may not record your Start/Finish.
Tell the Race Committee.

What was shaping up to be a miserable wet day to go racing turned into a sprint from Manly Cove, around
the pigs and back home. After last week’s slow race with only 2 finishers, the race committee was a bit
nervous about course selection.

22 boats started the race and 22 boats finished - basically in the order that they started due to the steady
13-15knt ENE breeze which wasn’t there when the course was picked!

Phantom Menace crossed the line first, with Arosa and Stock Car fighting it out for second spot - Arosa 2",
Stock Car 3. Sirius was fastest around the course at just over 44 minutes.

The starts are improving across the fleet with Esprit De Four and Fast Company nailing it on zero, with the
first 13 boats under 10 seconds from their start times. Peter Wilkins would be proud of you!

There is still some confusion about when you can be “in the zone”;
multiple starts and where the start line is. As Maz often says “Read the
handbook (clue : section 7)”. 1t makes it more difficult for the race
committee than it should if you are in the start area too soon.

Weather overcast with a strong but shifty ENE wind of 15-25knts, transient
peaks to 35knts, varying about 60 degrees with a low turn out to the start
just Absolut (MYC), Georgia Express (MHYC), Farr N Away (MHYC).

I suppose most “wannabe” starters were using the excuses like “my dog
has laryngitis” and “I'm busy washing my hair”. None announced they
were actually scared of the wind and really hid the afternoon under a
borrowed doona.

Course 1 NE: starting Hunters Bay, Manly West, Manly East, Rocky Point,
Edwards Beach, Cannae Point, Taylors Bay, Cannae Point, Obelisk, Finish
North Harbour.
